Practices of Prayer: The Examen 

 

 Every businessman knows the importance of keeping 

the books – looking at the ledger, examining the revenues and 

expenses, assets and debits.  And a good businessman makes 
such an examination daily and carefully.  Likewise every serious 

athlete will review the game tapes.  Even when a team wins they 

will go over the tapes to see what they did wrong and what they 

can do better. 

 

Now if this is true for men of the world in financial and 

athletic affairs, how much more so for the children of God in 
spiritual matters.  This brings to our attention an essential 

practice of prayer: the examination of conscience – or, the 

examen.  By this practice we reflect on our life to take stock of 

the good and the bad, where we have succeeded and where we 

have failed: How have I lived my Christian vocation, and in what 

areas specifically? It is viewing the game tapes and keeping the 

ledger of the soul, examining our spiritual defects (debits, 

expenses) and our spiritual gifts (assets, revenue). 

 

If we give thought to an examination of conscience, we 

typically do so only in preparation for sacramental confession.  

But we ought to examine our conscience daily.   Night seems to 

be the best time for the examen.  The close of day bears a certain 

resemblance to the end of life.  The military has a sense of this: 

Taps is played both at “lights out” and at funerals.  How we end 

our day anticipates and prepares us for the end of our lives.  An 

essential practice at the end of your day should be to examine 

your conscience.  Reflect on the day and tally up the good (for 

which you give thanks) and the bad (for which you repent).  In 
short, end your day as you want your life to end: at peace with 

God.  Examine your conscience, say the Act of Contrition, and 

sleep peacefully!  

 

There is, then, a general examen, which takes a broad 

look at our day and lives to see where we have failed.  Then there 

is the particular examen, which zeroes in on a specific fault we 

are trying to correct or a particular virtue we want to cultivate. 
This is simply the divide and conquer tactic applied to the 

spiritual life.  A man struggling with anger will shine the 

spotlight specifically on this issue.  The man who desires greater 

chastity will examine himself more closely on that.  And so on.  

 

There are various tools to help us examine our 

consciences. In the church vestibule you can find an examination 

of conscience.  These forms usually walk us through the Ten 
Commandments to help identify where we have sinned and what 

stands between us and God.  In addition to the Ten 

Commandments, some people use a list of virtues or vices that 

shed light on failings or defects. Others will examine themselves 

in light of the obligations of love (for God, self, and others…in 

that order) or the manner in which we can sin (thought, word, 

deed, omission). 

 

Whatever method or tool we use, we should do so 

regularly – daily, at least.  And this need not take a long time.  As 

with physical exercise, what counts in spiritual exercise is not the 

intensity or difficulty but the regularity.  Finally, the examen has 

as its goal the external audit: Confession.  If we examine 

ourselves more regularly and honestly, then we will find a more 

fruitful reception of the Sacrament of Confession.

From the Music Desk…

―What Are the Eight Myths About Church Music? 
Dispelling eight myths about church music:‖ 

 

Myth 7. Chant is too hard for people today to sing. 

 
There are two principal obstacles to chant today.  
Many people are no longer fluent enough in Latin to 
understand or even pronounce it properly, and 
even most musicians are unfamiliar with its 
notation. 
 
Just as it takes practice and education to play an 
instrument well, it takes time and patience to learn 
the language and the markings of chant. There are 
resources for musicians to learn the chant properly, 
and teaching choirs and congregations chant may 
take time, but it will yield amazing results. 
 
Many people sing things that are actually more 
difficult.  Consistent effort will break down barriers 
and open up new possibilities for people to sing. 
 

When Msgr. Martin Hellriegel became pastor of 
Holy Cross in St. Louis in the 1950s, nobody in his 
parish had ever heard chant.  He started teaching 
the school children, and the adults were inspired to 
learn. Within a few years, his people knew several 
chant Masses and could sing out of the church’s 
official hymnal, the Graduale Roman um. 
 
Dedication and perseverance gave the people 
confidence that they could sing Gregorian chant 
and many people today still know from memory the 
music they learned in the parish.
